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A little more about Sean:

Sean’s visual impairment was caused by several different things. The twins were born 10 weeks 
premature and Sean developed a condition called Retinopathy of Prematurity, or ROP. He also has a 
cortical visual impairment (CVI). Sometimes he seems to stare “through” things. 

Sean has made great improvement since he started working with teachers and therapists from 
CCVI.  When he was 5 months old, he often appeared nearly blind and only responded to lights and 
certain colors when they were presented with movement. 

“Now, he’s able to chase after brother and sisters and the dog,” his mom said.  “He’s also starting 
to identify some colors, track simple pictures in books and understand more of what’s around him.”

Mom couldn’t be happier that Sean and Kaitlyn are both doing so well at CCVI.

“It’s a place of acceptance and love, giving children and their families hope for the future, Jill said. 
“I’m sure glad that my family is a part of the CCVI family!”
